THE FACTORS IMPEDING THE INVESTIGATION OF WAR CRIMES
COMMITTED BY THE WARRING PARTIES
TO THE ARMED CONFLICT

SUMMARY

The organization of efficient activities of the organs of criminal justice in
the area of the armed conflict is impeded by a number of negative factors both of
objective (the agility of operational situation; frequent redeployment of military
units; death, wounding and capture of witnesses, victims, suspects in the course
of combat operations, etc.) and subjective (politization of the investigation of war
crimes; investigation of war crimes towards only one of the parties to the conflict,
the attempts of pretending the “commitment” of war crimes by an enemy,
resistance to the investigation on the part of the command staff, etc.) natures.

Such factors as the indisposition to observe the norms of the International
Humanitarian Law by the politicians, mutual distrust of the parties and handling
with a set of nonsubstantiated accusations towards each other, international
tension between the leading countries of the world, large scale of war crimes
with the involvement of thousands of people, etc., also exert considerable
negative influence.

To effectively neutralize such negative factors it is deemed expedient to:
ratify the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court, incorporate its
provisions in the national legislation; make organizational amendments in the
structure of the prosecutor-investigating staff through the establishment of the
divisions by main spheres of activity and inclusion of qualified workforce in
their staffs; proper allocate resources with regard for the priority of business
management and determining the degree of responsibility; apply exceptional
measures by establishing special legal regimes, etc.
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
