THE ISSUES OF POLITICAL ELITE TRANSFORMATION
IN THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA

SUMMARY

The introduction substantiates the relevance of the topic under study, goals and
objectives, scientific novelty and the main provisions submitted for defense. The theoretical
and practical significance of the dissertation, the degree of development of the problem, the
object and subject of the study, as well as its theoretical and methodological foundations are
presented.

The first chapter of the dissertation entitted "Theoretical and methodological
foundations of the study of elites within the framework of the paradigm of transit and
consolidation™, which consists of two paragraphs, examines elites as key agents of political
development, as well as the specifics of recruiting the political elite in the context of the
transition from democratic transit to consolidation. The author substantiates the approach
according to which the role of elites is key in overcoming crises and uncertainties of political
development, as well as in the framework of the natural modernization of the political
system, where the latter, encompassing a continuous process of qualitative changes,
presupposes a constant transformation of elite-society and elite-elite relations. In this case,
the nature of the values and interests of the political elites is crucial, in particular, the form
of their recruitment, logic, and social base.

In the second chapter of the dissertation, entitled "The multi-vector transformation
of the political elite in the Republic of Armenia"”, consisting of three paragraphs, the
dissertation examines the process of transformation of the political elite in the Republic of
Armenia within the framework of the paradigm of democratic transit. The constitutional and
legal foundations of the transformation of the political elite in the Republic of Armenia have
been studied through a comparative analysis of the features of the Constitution adopted in
1995 and amended in 2005 and 2015. By considering the electoral process as an institution
of transformation of the political elite, all the national elections held in the Republic of
Armenia have been comprehensively analyzed. The fact is emphasized that if the electoral
process is of a ritual nature and is aimed only at reproducing the political elite, then it
becomes impossible to overcome periodically emerging crises of political development
(distribution of benefits, mobility, participation, identity, legitimacy).
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In the third chapter of the dissertation, entitled "The electoral process in the Republic
of Armenia as an institution for the transformation of the political elite”, the dissertation
concludes that the electoral process as an institution for the transformation of political elites has
not yet taken place. It functions as an institution of reproduction of the ruling political elite, which
still remains a process of ritually ensuring predetermined election results and the illusory
legitimacy of the political configuration. The author substantiates the approach according to which
the electoral process as an institution of elite transformation is vital for the modernization of the
political system of the Republic of Armenia and overcoming the crisis of political development,
which, by reducing political uncertainty and turbulence, also excludes the revolutionary character
of the broad masses.

The approach is substantiated, according to which, as a result of the application of the
«Modernization without development» paradigm, the phenomenon of «successful failure» has
been established in the Republic of Armenia, which has led to personalization in state and
political institutions, the formation and deepening of clientelism and patronage, and also
endangers the stability of the political system in the face of an extremely situational and
revolutionized worldview and behavioral models of internal and external actors.

The dissertation, summarizing the theoretical and practical foundations of the
transformation of the political elite and analyzing the structural and substantive components
of the concept, proposes a new concept «crisis of transformation of the political elite», which
is defined as the inability of political elites to adequately transform at the anthropological,
rational-legal and socio-psychological levels in terms of the priority of overcoming the crisis
of political development and natural modernization of the state.

The necessity of adequate transformation of the political elite in the institutional, civilizational,
anthropological and socio-psychological dimensions is studied. It is not possible to overcome the
crises of political development in the Republic of Armenia without addressing these factors. The
dissertation substantiates the approach according to which crises can be overcome if the
transforming elite converges national, political, civil and civilizational identities.
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
